MINUTES
REGULAR MEETING

Acting Chairman Daniel Wilson opened the regular meeting at 8:55 A.M.

The regular meeting of Reclamation District #3 was held October 19, 2017 at 14160 Grove St, Walnut Grove.  Present were Trustees, Jason Culbertson, Les Lyman, Daniel Wilson, and General Manager Dave Robinson, engineer from MBK Gilbert Cosio, Suzanne Daggert from Pisoni & Associates. Absent was Joey Sanchez and Secretary Bruce Pisoni.
MANAGER’S REPORT  
David Robinson mowing and cleaning along the levees continues to progress well.  DWR inspection was performed last month.  Pictures of downed trees with GPS coordinates have been taken.
A decision needs to be made with used equipment.  There is an offer for $25,000 AEBI Chopper Mower.  

Jason Culbertson moved and Daniel Wilson seconded that David is authorized to respond to offer to sell the mower at $25,000 as is.  Buyer would pay for existing repairs and any additional repairs they desire. Motion passed 3-0-1

Property across just north of the old Firehouse has planted a tree and wants to put up a fence.  Permits are required and the District must approve.  Other agencies (e.g. Army Corps of Engineers) impose requirements to be able to remove fence for fire or levy maintenance access.  Trustees directed Dave to advise property owner of restrictions and maintenance requirements and that if the fence
