MINUTES
REGULAR MEETING

Acting Chairman Daniel Wilson opened the regular meeting at 8:58 A.M.
The regular meeting of Reclamation District #3 was held November 16, 2017 at 14160 Grove St, Walnut Grove.  Present were Trustees, Jason Culbertson, Joey Sanchez, Daniel Wilson, Secretary Bruce Pisoni and General Manager Dave Robinson, engineer from MBK Gilbert Cosio.  Absent was Les Lyman.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES and TREASURER’S REPORT
It was moved by Jason Culbertson and seconded by Joey Sanchez to approve the minutes for the October 19, 2017 and treasurer’s report.  Disbursements for the period were $51,188.36 per attached.  Motion passed 3-0-1.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Daniel is going to continue to encourage Les to follow up 

Joey indicated that the mower/tractor is still having difficulty.  He is continuing to troubleshoot why the swing arm/mower takes off.
TREASURER’S REPORT

Bruce presented invoice from Soluri Meserve regarding LAND.  Board only approved for $1.00/acre.  Daniel and Bruce will follow up on historical billing and corrected billing.  The District has committed to 2017 and so those amounts should be paid.
Daniel requested that the participation for 2018 be discussed at a future meeting.
MANAGER’S REPORT  
David Robinson mowing and cleaning along the levees continues to progress well.  
AEBI Chopper Mower was sold for $34,000 and check has been received.  They are pleased with the equipment.  Daniel asked Dave to follow up with them once more.

There are beavers near Dagmar’s that need to be removed.  This is still a work in process.
Three trucks will be sold.  The GMC will be sold to Jason for $300.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT- None.
BOARD MEMBER REPORTS: None.
ENGINEER’S REPORT:  Subvention claim has been submitted.  Gilbert anticipates about 
$188,000 will be reimbursed to the District.

Annual habitat inspection is upcoming.  He indicated that inspectors are being aggressive and doing a year-to-year comparisons, rather than a baseline when the regulations were put in place about 20 years ago.
DWR rated some erosion as serious rather than critical so they will not be repaired at this time.  Need to keep an eye on the spots during the winter months and have emergency supplies available.

Drainage study is ready to begin model testing.  Waiting for pump curve information.  Daniel requested maps be sent to trustees and Dave so that they can be reviewed.
Sacramento and Contra Costa Counties did not follow process the procedure established by San Joaquin.  Makes sense for urban areas.  The state has approved additional funding to review and prepare emergency plans.  Daniel expressed that the relief cuts need to be official so that property owners and DWRs need know the plan should the island flood.  MBK will prepare a plan and request state funding on behalf of the District.

AB732 extends the 75% reimbursements for subventions which are set to expire June 30, 2018.  If nothing changes, the reimbursement rate will reduce to 50%.
