MINUTES
REGULAR MEETING

Acting Chairman Daniel Wilson opened the regular meeting at 8:58 A.M.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
It was moved by Jason Culbertson and seconded by Les Lyman to approve the minutes from the prior meeting as amended.  Motion passed 4-0-0.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Bruce Pisoni presented the following as the financial report:

· The District currently has $1.683m in cash available in the checking account and held in reserve by the County.

· There are no outstanding warrants.

· $61,473.99 was spent in the prior month (see attached report)

The assessment billing information has been submitted to the County to be included on the property tax bills.  The assessment revenue is $563,000 this year.  The County will remit the funds to the District as follows:  40% will be received in January, 40% in May/June and the remaining 30% in August.

Bruce presented an invoice from Soluri Meserve regarding LAND.  The Board previously approved and committed to a participation rate of $1.00/acre.  Daniel and Bruce will follow up on historical and corrected billing.

Daniel requested that the participation for 2018 be discussed at a future meeting.

Jason Culbertson motioned that the Treasurer’s report be approved.  Joey Sanchez seconded.  Motion passed 4-0-0.
CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Daniel continued to encourage Les to follow up with Doug Hemley regarding a new site for storage of District equipment and supplies.   One possible location is the use of the property behind the Ryde post office.  Les asked that someone mark the location so that it is clear before he talks to Doug.
ENGINEER’S REPORT:  The report was distributed to those present and is included as part of the minutes.

Emily advised that if the levy is compromised, go ahead and resolve the immediate problem, but make sure to contact MBK so that funding with the County or State can be pursued.  She also asked the Trustees to submit any problem areas that they are aware of that are not included on the 2017 Storm Damages map.

Emily also advised that FEMA is no longer reimbursing any permanent or improvement work.  It is only funding emergency repairs and projects.

Joey asked that Emily and Gilbert follow up on $300,000 in deposit made about 10 years ago to USACE.  Daniel asked that an email be sent to the Trustees so they can understand what the money was supposed to be used for and if any of it can be refunded.

Daniel recommended that all Trustees download the THEODOLITE App which and tags GPS coordinates and other geological information to pictures. 

MANAGER’S REPORT  
There is a new inspector for Department of Water Resources (DWR) that is writing up more items that Dave is responding to.
Spraying and trimming of brush and growth on the levies continues.  The new 200 horsepower pump at Ryde has been installed and is pumping 32,000 gallons/minute.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Robert Bromell indicated that there is a boil that he has been filling, but noticed that this is causing water flow problem.  Daniel and Joey will look at the pump house and the four wet spots in the District in the next month.
OLD BUSINESS:  
· Nomination of New Trustee – Daniel and Les were provided an Oath of Office that will be submitted with the appointment 
· Purchase of Property for Shop – Wheeler auction is not an option; Still looking for storage location

· Master Drainage Plan & Levee Relief Cut Policy – Awaiting final MBK report;

Jason motioned that Resolution 17-05 be approved authorizing the Trustees to sign a new County signature card to include Robert.  Les seconded.  Motion passed 4-0-0.

Joey motioned that the resolution authorizing the District continued participation in the Sacramento County Local Hazard Mitigation Plan program in the new fiscal year Daniel second.  Motion passed 4-0-0.

Les Lyman motioned the following:

· The District join the coalition

· A joint power agreement be executed

· Each District in the coalition receive one vote, rather than one vote per acre; and 

· Jason be the District representative with Daniel as the alternate
Jason seconded the motion.  Motion passed 4-0-0.

Joey motioned that the resolution authorizing the District continued participation in the OES Federal Financial Assistance program in the new fiscal year Daniel second.  Motion passed 4-0-0. 

Other

Daniel asked Bruce to research the possibility of exiting out of CalPERs and transferring to a 401(k) plan.
